The king in Ceylon jungle is the elephant. No other animal dares to challenge his kingship. In their wild

state, elephants live in small herds. A full grown male is usually the leader of the herd. Such a leader, in
all his majesty and dignity, roams in the jungle with his followers. Elephants prefer to spend hours in the
water. Baby elephants are very playful while bathing. The elephants with tusks are called “tuskers” and
